Appendix D
Programme Managers Report
Walnut Meadows: The planning application for the Pavilion, MUGA and Car Park has now been registered with the Vale planning Team and an Officer assigned. The target date for determination of the application is 30th December 2024 which means that any work on construction of the MUGA will not commence until 2025. The contractor appointed to construct the sports pitches has removed some of the unauthorized waste buried by Miller Homes that they did not remove as they were meant to do during the regrading and reveling. I raised this with the Vale’s planning Team at the start of September  but no response has yet been received, Miller Homes were subject to enforcement action to remove the waste and it’s removal by the Parish Council will incur us additional cost of £9K. The S106 draw down request for the sports pitches was approved by the Vale S106 Committee on 16th September. It now goes forward to a Cabinet meeting on 18th October.
Manor Farm: Cala have agreed to remediate the outstanding defects at the Manor Farm PoS, including repairing the remainder of the perimeter path. Once these actions are complete, the Vale will sign-off the Certificate of Practical Completion (scheduled for 7th November) and the PC will take over responsibility for the PoS and waive the 12 month maintenance period.
Footpaths: I am attempting to obtain quotes for upgrade work to Footpaths 29 and 8. We will need to draw down S106 funding to pay for the work.
Traffic Calming: The informal consultation run by the Parish Council concluded on 13th September. We received 6 generally supportive responses although concerns were raised about the width of the pavement near the location of the proposed Chestnut Drive crossing. These concerns will be raised with Milestone when we next meet with them on 7th October. Milestone are also due to commence a statutory consultation.
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
